Neng Yang Development, Neng Yang, Neng provided copies of a report he created with
information about recruitment, intake, transfer articulations, study abroad,

OIED staff, and statewide data on international enroliments and English

proficiency requirements. (see attachment)

Neng summarized the meeting in a few key points:

-2+2 and 3+1 agreements are a standardized documents, the details of which
are not significantly different from institution to institution.

-faculty in a department can set cut-offs for English proficiency and
numbers of incoming students to their program, but most have chosen to
prioritize numbers.

-In the past Neng has been charged by upper administration to prioritize
numbers of incoming students over other factors such as English
proficiency and diversity of countries; however, current administration
wants to shift the emphasis away from sheer numbers.

-Complaints about strained relations between Neng and faculty may be
mischaracterized, due to misunderstandings, or not representative of
faculty in general.
